Dear Parents and Carers, 

As we look ahead to the final week of Term 3 next week, we write to you to inform you of our plans for remote learning in the final week of term at Barcombe CE Primary School.  

Next week, for all children, families and staff, we will take inspiration from our learning in Children's Mental Health Awareness Week and all enjoy a Wellbeing Week from Monday to Thursday (we have an INSET on Friday 12th). We have carefully considered parents' and children's feedback on our remote learning offer over the past few weeks, and would like to now offer pupils a chance to develop a whole range of different skills next week aside from Reading, Writing and Maths while also giving pupils (and their parents) the chance to take stock. Next week we would like to offer different learning experiences and the chance for children to step away from the computer screen for some sessions. This decision will also help us ensure that all members of our school community are raring to go for the start of the new term on Monday 22nd February. 

Wellbeing Week will have a different focus each day: 
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Maths Monday 

Ms Krijnauw – our Maths Lead – has shared with you some of our initial plans for International Day of Maths, including inviting children to create posters for the International Day of Maths exhibition. Please visit your child’s Google Classroom portal on Monday for more details. 
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Techy Tuesday 

Tuesday 9th February is national Safer Internet Day and pupils will focus on understanding the fundamentals of E-Safety on this day. 
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Wellbeing Wednesday 

This day is the pinnacle of our Wellbeing Week and teachers will post a wide-range of wellbeing-based activities on their portals for this day. Wellbeing Wednesday will be a great opportunity to – if you can – get outside and take a break from the computer screen. 
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Therapeutic Thursday 

On Therapeutic Thursday we will offer more mindfulness and creative or outdoors activities for children to enjoy. We would also encourage children to look back at their Home learning this term and to access any incomplete or not-yet-opened assignments from the past six weeks. 

INSET Day

School closed for all pupils – remote learning and on-site provision restarts Monday 22nd February.

Class teachers will introduce the day's activities each morning with one video introduction and will also welcome children for the live check-ins at the usual times. The small-group sessions will happen as normal with a focus on the children’s wellbeing.

As before, Google Classroom and Tapestry will continue to be the one-stop-shop for all resources. Here you will be able to access the usual assemblies, sessions from Mr Timmins, as well as the introductory video and corresponding activities and resources outlined above. Pupils on-site will access these same resources, too.

You will notice that the name of our Maths Lead in the table above is unfamiliar. Ms Battle has officially changed her name to her maiden name, Krijnauw (pronounced Cray-no). Foxes pupils and parents were informed of this change earlier this week.

Thank you again for your continued support throughout 5 non-stop weeks of remote learning. We hope next week's Wellbeing Week provides us all an opportunity to take a step back, take stock and recharge the batteries ahead of hitting the ground running on Monday 22nd February when we look forward to delving deep into our Home project once more.
